Best Uses: Fresh eating, snacking, and cooking. Known for their sweet
flavor, meaty texture, and high yield, making them great for salads, sauces,
and pasta dishes.

Growing Information:

Full sun

Well-draining soil with a pH of 6.0 to 6.8

Start seeds indoors 6 to 8 weeks before the last frost
Transplant seedlings outdoors after hardening off

Space plants 24 to 36 inches apart

Provide strong support for vines (e.g., tomato cages or trellises)

Maintenance Information:

e Prune suckers and lower leaves to encourage fruit production and
maintain plant structure

e Water consistently, providing 1 to 2 inches of water per week
