Growing Information:

Full sun (at least 6 hours of direct sunlight)
Well-draining, acidic soil with a pH of 6.0 to 6.8
Start seeds indoors 6 to 8 weeks before the last frost
Transplant seedlings outdoors after hardening off
Space plants 24 to 36 inches apart

Maintenance Information:

e Water consistently, providing 1 to 2 inches of water per week
